The Department of Regulatory and Economic Resources (RER) is requesting a district boundary
change from various zoning districts to the Bird Road Design and Industrial Overlay District (BRDI).

The area is comprised of approximately 156 acres between Bird Road (SW 40 Street) and SW 48
Street and between SW 70 Avenue and SW 74 Avenue in Miami-Dade County.

According to RER, the BRDI is an overlay zoning district that provides additional regulatory criteria for
properties under the overlay, which in this case is predominately industrial. The opportunity for
residential development is limited to live-work type units and is not expected to significantly impact
current levels of service.

Presently, MDFR provides adequate emergency and fire service to the subject area. In addition to
Station No. 3, the following MDFR stations are within close proximity and capable of rendering
additional emergency and fire service.
